• DISCUSS DISTRICT ISSUES AND RECEIVE UPDATES AS TO COVID-19 
 

General Manager Dever and staff presented to the committee an update on the following topic(s): 

• The Committee discussed the pros and cons of requiring a negative COVID test from all 

seasonal MCT staff before their start date in May. The cost to the District would be 

approximately $6600 to $7300 to test all 42 seasonals, depending on the type of test. 

President Heinrich felt the test was a “snapshot in time” and wasn’t a good use of funds.

Sec.-Treasurer Kwong supported paying for the tests so that the District can say we’ve 

taken every step necessary to protect staff.  

• This decision was continued to the next Executive Committee meeting for vote. Legal 

counsel Barrow will provide supplemental information on this matter. 

• The Committee discussed whether or not to issue a vaccination eligibility letter to staff. 

After careful consideration, it was determined that vector control workers are not currently 

eligible for vaccinations under LA County’s criteria and some of those from other districts 

who have tried to obtain vaccinations have been turned away at local vaccination sites. 

When staff become eligible, management will issue a letter of eligibility and provide staff 

with resources. In the meantime, the District has been many safety measures in place to 

protect staff and there have been no COVID outbreaks in the workplace.
